T he second scenario is the spontaneous 

and compassionate response to the news of 

the earthquake in Haiti. This took place on 

the 12th of January 2010éexactly a month after the 

first project undertaken by the Friends of MICs. In the 

former liturgical calendar the 12th January is the bap-

tism of Jesus. When Jessica and the other Friends of 

MICs  started e-mailing one another about doing 

something to help our sisters in Haiti, I saw this initia-

tive as a participation in the public ministry of Jesusé

Jesus went about preaching the Good News of the 

Kingdom of God, and bringing healing to the ones 

who needed it. The friends of the MICs, on their own, 

saw the ñneedsò of our Haitian mission: they em-

braced the opportunity to provide solace and óhealingô 

to the damages caused by the earthquake. 
         I am indeed filled with gratitude to witness the 

ñchangeô of roles: the ones who received are now the 

ones givingéisnôt this a sign of maturation?  Yes, 

dear Friends of MICs, you are now continuing the 

Mission of Delia Tetreault in your own way.

ity, your generous dedication and decisive openness 

and action, having nothing in mind but the common 

goal of helping others: you ñMy students are now my 

teachersò!

This is indeed what led Delia Tetreault 

to found our communityé.her way of saying 

ñThank Youò to God for the gift of faith received 

at baptism. ñWhat better way to thank God than 

to give him many children who will sing his 

praises for all eternityò. The first missionaries, in 

their early twenties, were filled with thanksgiv-

ing too as they went to China to bring the Good 

News of Jesus Christ to those who have not yet 

heard it.

Our sister general, Louise has returned from her quick trip to Haiti. She went with 

her assistant, Lucy who missioned formerly in Hong Kong and Mainland China. Both of 

them brought their own tent. The sisters are well and still living in tents. It seems that 

the Haitian Government has too much  to see to, our Haitian sisters are "outside the 

orbit" of assistance. We have to see to them ourselves. I have no idea what the plans 

are, but at least we are grateful that none of them have been hurt. It seems that there 

was a sister in the sacristy and when the quake happened, she just had enough time to 

run out and saw the whole chapel collapse behind her. The Cross in the chapel was 

and is the only item left standing. (She is still recovering from her traumatic 

experience). Thanks to the generous donations that have and are coming in, 

something will be done in due course for the re-building of our Missions in Haiti.
